5. When it comes to receiving communion, this will be in
one kind only, namely the bread, to reduce infection.
The Lectern side will come up first, row by row, via
the central aisle. The priest will stand on the Chancel
Step: please put your hands out towards the priest
and he will place the bread in your hands without
touching them. After receiving it into your hands, turn sideways
towards the side aisles to put the bread in your mouth and walk
back to your seat via those side aisles, not up the
central aisle. Again, this is to reduce cross
infection.

Almighty God, whose blessed apostle St Peter glorified you in his death as in
his life: grant that your Church, inspired by his teaching and example, and
made one by your Spirit, may ever stand firm upon the one foundation, Jesus
Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen

Ezekiel 3:22-27
22The hand of the Lord was on me there, and he said to me, “Get up and
go out to the plain, and there | will speak to you.” 2 So | got up and went out to
the plain. And the glory of the Lord was standing there, like the glory | had
seen by the Kebar River, and | fell facedown.
24Then the Spirit came into me and raised me to my feet. He spoke to me and
said: “Go, shut yourself inside your house. 2> And you, son of man, they will tie
with ropes; you will be bound so that you cannot go out among the people. 26|
will make your tongue stick to the roof of your mouth so that you will be silent
and unable to rebuke them, for they are a rebellious people. 2’ But when |
speak to you, | will open your mouth and you shall say to them, ‘This is what
the Sovereign Lord says.” Whoever will listen let them listen, and whoever will
refuse let them refuse; for they are a rebellious people. (pause)

1 Peter 2.19-end

2.19 Foritis to your credit if, being aware of God, you endure pain while
suffering unjustly. 20 If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong,
where is the credit in that? But if you endure when you do right and suffer for
it, you have God’s approval. 21 For to this you have been called, because Christ
also suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in his
steps. 22 ‘He committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth.” 23



When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, he did not
threaten; but he entrusted himself to the one who judges justly. 24 He himself
bore our sins in his body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for
righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. 25 For you were going
astray like sheep, but now you have returned to the shepherd and guardian of
your souls. (pause) This is the word of the Lord All: Thanks be to God

prophets.” 15 He said to them, ‘But who do you say that | am?’ 16 Simon Peter
answered, ‘You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.” 17 And Jesus
answered him, ‘Blessed are you, Simon, son of Jonah! For flesh and blood has
not revealed this to you, but my Father in heaven. 18 And | tell you, you are
Peter, and on this rock | will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not
prevail against it.

The priest begins the Prayer of Consecration, in the middle of which he says:
Praise to you Lord Jesus:

Dying you destroyed our death;

rising you restored our life; Lord Jesus come in glory.

The priest then completes the prayer, at the end of which all say: Amen.

Our Father, who art in heaven,
hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come;

thy will be done;

on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation;

For thine is the kingdom,

the power and the glory,

for ever and ever. Amen.
