Almighty God, our heavenly Father, we have sinned against you and against 
our neighbour in thought, word and deed, through negligence, through 
weakness, through our own deliberate fault. We are truly sorry and repent of 
all our sins.  For the sake of your son Jesus Christ, who died for us, forgive us 
all that is past and grant that we may serve you in newness of life, to the 
glory of your name.  Amen 
 
The Priest pronounces The Absolution:   
Almighty God, who forgives all who truly repent, have mercy upon you + 
pardon and deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all 
goodness, and keep you in life eternal; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen 
 
The Gloria in Excelsis is omitted during Advent 
 
The Collect for Advent 2: 
O Lord, raise up, we pray, your power and come among us, and with great 
might succour us; that whereas, through our sins and wickedness we are 
grievously hindered in running the race that is set before us, your bountiful 
grace and mercy may speedily help and deliver us; through Jesus Christ your 
Son our Lord, to whom with you and the Holy Spirit, be honour and glory, now 
and for ever. Amen 
 
Collect for the Feast of St Nicholas: 
Heavenly Father, the lover of souls, who chose your servant Saint Nicholas, to 
be a Bishop in your Church, that he might give freely out of the treasurers of 
your grace: make us mindful of the needs of others and as we have received, 
so teach us also to give; through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen. 
 
Malachi 3.1-4 
3.1 “I will send my messenger, who will prepare the way before me. Then 
suddenly the Lord you are seeking will come to his temple; the messenger of 
the covenant, whom you desire, will come,” says the Lord Almighty. 



2 But who can endure the day of his coming? Who can stand when he 
appears? For he will be like a refiner’s fire or a launderer’s soap. 3 He will sit 
as a refiner and purifier of silver; he will purify the Levites and refine them 
like gold and silver. Then the Lord will have men who will bring offerings in 
righteousness, 4 and the offerings of Judah and Jerusalem will be acceptable

7 It is right for me to feel this way about all of you, since I have you in my 
heart and, whether I am in chains or defending and confirming the gospel, all 
of you share in God’s grace with me. 8 God can testify how I long for all of you 
with the affection of Christ Jesus. 
9 And this is my prayer: that your love may abound more and more in 
knowledge and depth of insight, 10 so that you may be able to discern what is 
best and may be pure and blameless for the day of Christ, 11 filled with the fruit 
of righteousness that comes through Jesus Christ—to the glory and praise of 
God. (pause) This is the word of the Lord  Thanks be to God

the high-priesthood of Annas and Caiaphas, the word of God came to John son 
of Zechariah in the wilderness. 3 He went into all the country around the 
Jordan, preaching a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins. 4 As it is 
written in the book of the words of Isaiah the prophet: 
“A voice of one calling in the wilderness, 
‘Prepare the way for the Lord, 
    make straight paths for him. 
5 Every valley shall be filled in, 
    every mountain and hill made low. 
The crooked roads shall become straight, 
    the rough ways smooth. 
6 And all people will see God’s salvation.’(pause)

Our Father, who art in heaven, 
hallowed be thy name; 
thy kingdom come; 
thy will be done; 
on earth as it is in heaven. 
Give us this day our daily bread.       
And forgive us our trespasses, 
as we forgive those who trespass against us. 
And lead us not into temptation; 
but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, 
the power and the glory, 
for ever and ever. Amen. 
 
The Fraction:  
We break this bread to share in the body of Christ 
Though we are many, we are one body, because we all share in one bread 
 
The Sanctus:
